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The Community Chapel Work & Witness team leaves for Liberia, West Africa on June 29 

and returns on July 12. The team members are Geoff DeFranca, Tom Dionne, John 

Dionne, Ann Dionne, Shirley Kaltenbach, John Ferreira, Penny Ferreira, and Dan 

Beckwith. 

The trip from Boston to Monrovia is expected to take 

about 30 hours. The team is taking construction tools, 

a field radio, a laptop, soccer balls, school supplies, 

and pastoral supplies with them to Liberia. 

Liberia is a one of the poorest countries in the world, 

it is ravaged from 14 years of civil war that ended in 

the mid 1990s. Thousands of people died or were displaced from their homes by the war. 

The war severely damaged Liberia‟s infrastructure, which has not recovered. For example, 

there are very few power plants; electricity comes mainly from generators. Running water 

is scarce. In addition, the unemployment rate is about 85%, and the average life expec-

tancy is about 45 years. AIDS is one of the biggest killer, and other diseases such as ma-

laria, yellow fever, polio, and typhoid are common. The Community Chapel Work & Wit-

ness team is the first ever Work & Witness team to make the trip to this needy nation. 

After arriving in Monrovia, the capital of Liberia, the team will take a 12 to 15 hour van 

ride southeast to Zwedru, where they will assist the local church there in building a district 

center. To get an idea of the van ride, view the following URL:

The district center will be the only permanent building the church has in tbe Zwedru area. 

It will be used for teaching, for outreach to children and teens, and as a gathering place for 

people.in the area. Construction has not begun yet, so the team will probably literally be 

laying the foundation — cement work!

A Church of the Nazarene 

swallowed up in him. Thus 

the Lord, I trust, brought me 

to a hearty desire to exalt 

him, to set him on the 

throne and to „seek first his 

Kingdom,‟  I felt myself in 

a new world.” 

Two months later, I entered 

Yale to prepare for the min-

istry. During that year I 

contracted tuberculosis and 

stopped my studies tempo-

rarily to regain my health. 

In 1744, I left Kaunaumeek 

and went to the Forks of the 

Delaware, near Bethlehem, 

Pennsylvania. I was there 

for a year, then I began 

working with the Indians in 

Crossweeksung, New Jer-

sey. Within a year, there 

were 130 believers. I trusted 

God entirely for my minis-

try, spending days in fasting 

and prayer and seeking 

I was born in Haddam, CT on 

April 20, 1718. I was the sixth 

child born to my parents. My 

father died when I was nine and 

my mother when I was 14. 

After their death, I inherited a 

farm and tried to become a 

farmer, but I longed for an edu-

cation. While working on the 

farm, I read the Bible through 

twice and made a commitment to 

enter the ministry (although I 

had not yet been converted to 

Christ). 

From reading the Bible, I real-

ized “my prayers were not per-

formed from any love or regard 

to God. I never once prayed for 

the glory of God.” 

On July 12, 1739, “My soul was 

so captivated and delighted with 

the excellency, the loveliness 

and the greatness and other per-

fections of God that I was even 

God‟s direction. 

On May 28, 1747, I arrived in 

Northampton, MA to stay with the 

Reverend Jonathan Edwards and 

his family in an attempt to recover 

my health. My primary nurse was 

Edwards‟ daughter Jerusha until 

my death from tuberculosis on 

October 9, 1747 at age 29. 

I was a a missionary for a few 

years prior to my death, but I am 

still remembered almost 300 years 

after my death. This is due to my 

life story and diary that Edwards 

published my death. Edwards 

wrote “it was a gracious dispensa-

tion of Providence that [I] came to 

his house to die.” He wrote this 

even though Jerusha died 4 months 

after me from tuberculosis.
